The First Commandment

God’s NAME is every word or title he uses to reveal himself to us. The Bible often talks about God’s peo-
ple calling on the NAME of the Lord. That refers to worshiping God and proclaiming his truth.

New Testament be-
lievers are given the freedom to worship on any day (see passage below). We worship on

Sundays in commemoration of the day Christ rose from death (Easter Sunday). This com- o
mandment tells us that we will want to honor and observe “the Lord’s DAY” and the Lord’s
WORD.
